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Severe Weather Policy 
 
Severe weather shall include but is not limited to: 
 

1. The sighting of lightning 

2. The hearing of thunder 

3. The sighting of a funnel cloud. 

 
If any of the conditions are present during a game, then the referee in charge 
shall stop the game and instruct everyone to clear the field and seek shelter.  
After a wait of 30 minutes with the absence of any severe weather, the game 
may be resumed.  If after the 30 minutes the severe weather continues, the 
referee may terminate the game. 
 
If any of the conditions are present during a practice or a scrimmage where no 
referee is present then the coach or coaches are responsible for stopping the 
practice or scrimmage and instructing everyone to clear the field and seek 
shelter.  After a wait of 30 minutes with the absence of any severe weather, the 
game may be resumed.  If after the 30 minutes the severe weather continues, 
the referee may terminate the game.
